SEMINAR DISCUSSION

Commissioner Handy reviewed the information that he received while attending a Wind
Energy Fact-Finding Tour in Minnesota. He also discussed the benefits that he saw while visiting
the ethanol power plantsin the same area. The wind farms have potential to be very financialy
beneficial to those who would construct them, plus be very beneficia in regards to more
inexpensive electrical power for the citizens of the County.

IDAHO ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES

The Board reviewed a document related to RS 2477 roads in the State, regarding the
Federal Government’ s decree to close roads in some of the Counties of the State. The document
is proposing that lawyers be retained to reach an agreement with the Federal Government
regarding the rights of the individual Counties with County road property. The Board is
tentatively supportive of the proposal in the document, but will give it further consideration.

ZONING ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS

The Board reviewed the potential for Zone Ordinance amendments, which were continued

until further information can be obtained.
911 EMERGENCY SERVICES

Kent Searle presented a request to the Board for authorization to purchase eleven (11)
radios, three (3) VHF radios and eight (8) UHF radios, at a cost of $4809.24, to be installed in
quick response units. It was moved and seconded to approve the purchase of the radios and
voting was unanimous by the Board.
