JoAnn Smith, Clerk Deputy of the Board, and Kerry D. McMurray, County Administrator,
present.

PREVIOUS WEEK’S MINUTES

The minutes for February 27, 2006 were discussed. A motion was made and seconded to
approve and proceed with publication of an appropriate synopsis. Voting was unanimous by the
Board.

CALENDAR
The Board reviewed the calendar for March 2006.
CORRESPONDENCE
The Board reviewed the following:
1. A Letter from the City of Shoshone regarding moving the BLM Fire Station from
Shoshone to Twin Falls.
2. Received a Thank you letter from South Central Community Action Partnership.
INDIGENT MATTERS
The Board signed a subpoena on case #205131.
CHANGE OF STATUS
The Board reviewed a Change of Status form. It was moved and seconded to approve the
change of status and voting was unanimous by the Board.
SUGAR FACTORY TOUR
The Board discussed the tour of the Sugar Factory scheduled for March 9, 2006.
EAST AND WEST CASSIA SOIL DISTRICTS
The Board discussed the East and West Cassia Soil and Water Conservation Districts”
requests for Letter of Intent to fund. A Motion was made and seconded to authorize Chairman
Crane to sign the Letter of Intent. Voting was unanimous by the Board.
COPY MACHINES
The Board reviewed copy machine rental agreements for the county. These agreements
are for Xerox machines, under the State bid program. A motion was made and seconded to sign
the three (3) year agreements for a new copy machine for the main floor and one for the
Recorder’s office. Voting was unanimous by the Board.
RESOLUTION # 2006-03-2
The Board reviewed Resolution #2006-03-2 regarding providing some relief from the
County Ordinance No. 2006-01-01, which implemented the new Contractor Registration law. A
motion was made and seconded to sign the resolution and voting was unanimous by the Board.
CASTLE ROCKS STATE PARK
An Open House will be held Wednesday, March 15, 2006 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at
the Castle Rocks State Park maintenance building to discuss the Castle Rocks State Park Draft
Master Plan and public comment is welcome. The Board discussed having some representatives
in attendance to discuss county issues relative to the proposed plan.

REQUEST FOR INFORMATION




The Board met with Martell Holland, County Assessor, and discussed a request for
information from Eastern Oregon Agricultural Research Center. Mr. Holland, as custodian of
the records in question, will review and respond to the matter in accordance with county policy
and applicable law.

ZONING ISSUES

The Board held a telephone conference call with Brian Tibbitts, Brent Tolman, Bob
Shepard and Mark Maier regarding zoning issues in the Burley Area of Impact. Martell Holland
was also present.

MOTORCYCLE RALLY

Jim Crosland and Sheriff Higgins met with the Board to discuss an upcoming motorcycle
rally. It is a three day event including a rodeo for kids. Discussion centered on the application
of the County Public Assembly Ordinance to the event. The Board will consider some draft
changes to the ordinance in the near future, after which time Mr. Crosland will likely present an
application for a public assembly license from the county.

At 10:48 a.m. it was proposed by Commissioner Handy and seconded by Commissioner
Christensen that the Board convene in Executive Session under Idaho Code Section 67-
2345(1)(d) with Commissioner Christensen voting yea, Commissioner Crane voting yea, and
Commissioner Handy voting yea. The purpose and general tenor of the meeting was to discuss
medical indigent matters. Following the discussion, it was proposed and seconded that the Board
return to regular session at 11:15 a.m.. Voting was unanimous by the Board.

Following Executive Session, the Board reviewed Case #204151 and #203137. The
matters were taken under advisement. Case #205127, #2006011, #206012 and 206018 were
presented. The Board approved Case #205127 and Case #206012 and denied Case #206011.
They also signed Orders of Reimbursement on Case #205127, #205135 and #206012; Orders of
Dismissal on Case #206005 and #205150 and a Stipulation fort Enlargement of Time Limitations
on Case #205073.

The Board reviewed a report from Steve Tuft regarding Guardian Ad Litem Cases.
JIM KEMPTON LETTER

The Board reviewed a letter from Jim Kempton. Mr. Barrus was asked to review the
section of Idaho law for which clarification was requested and to then report back to the Board
so a response could be formulated to Mr. Kempton. The matter was then taken under
advisement until March 13, 2006, pending Mr. Barrus’ review and report to the Board.

BOARD OF EQUALIZATION

At 11:29 a.m. it was proposed and seconded to convene as the County Board of
Equalization. VVoting was unanimous by the Board.

It was proposed and seconded to delete the Home Owners exemptions on the following
parcels: (see parcel numbers on the attached list). Voting was unanimous by the Board. Notices
will be sent to the property owners.

At 11:32 a.m. it was proposed and seconded to return to regular session. Voting was
unanimous by the Board.

RESOLUTION #2006-03-1
The Board reviewed Resolution #2006-03-1 which ordered elimination of the name of




Alvarado Street from the Del Rio Estates Subdivision and causing the roadway within said
subdivision to be renamed Granada Place in its entirety. This resolution constitutes the order
arising from earlier action and decision by the board to grant the request of residents of Del Rio
Estates through their attorney, Mr. William A. Parsons. A motion was made and seconded to
sign the Resolution. Voting was unanimous by the Board.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

At 11:30 a.m. it was proposed by Commissioner Handy and seconded by Commissioner
Christensen that the Board convene in Executive Session under Idaho Code Section 67-
2345(1)(d) with Commissioner Christensen voting yea, Commissioner Crane voting yea, and
Commissioner Handy voting yea. The purpose and general tenor of the meeting was to discuss
medical indigent matters. Following the discussion, it was proposed and seconded that the Board
return to regular session at 11:45 a.m. VVoting was unanimous by the Board.

Following Executive Session, the Board reviewed Case #203137 and allowed them to
keep $2000 from their tax returns to take care of some debt. They also reviewed Case #204151
and requested further information before making a decision regarding the tax return.

At 11:50 a.m. it was proposed by Commissioner Christensen and seconded by
Commissioner Handy that the Board convene in Executive Session under Idaho Code Section
67-2345(1)(b) with Commissioner Crane voting yea, Commissioner Christensen voting yea, and
Commissioner Handy voting yea. The purpose and general tenor of the meeting was to discuss
employee matters. Following the discussion, it was proposed and seconded that the Board return
to regular session at 12:00 noon. VVoting was unanimous by the Board.

Following Executive Session, the Board instructed that applications seeking grant
funding for civil defense reimbursement purposes should not include amounts of money paid, by
the county, to the current civil defense coordinator, so as to comply with the Hatch Act..

SHERIFF’S MATTERS

Sheriff Higens met with the Board and reviewed the snow pack, particularly in the South
Hills and in the Albion Valley. Discussion was held regarding the concern for flooding and the
outlook for this spring relative to preparedness to handle water run-off.
