JoAnn Smith, Deputy Clerk of the Board, and Kerry D. McMurray, County Administrator,
present.

PREVIOUS WEEK’S MINUTES

The minutes for May 8, 2006 were discussed. A motion was made and seconded to
approve and proceed with publication of an appropriate synopsis. Voting was unanimous by the
Board.

CALENDAR
The Board reviewed the calendar for May 2006.
CORRESPONDENCE
There was no correspondence.
SHERIFF’S MATTERS
Sheriff Higens met with the Board to discuss issues with the All Hazard Mitigation Plan.
Sheriff Higens reported that the mitigation plan would have to be paid from county funds and
then the State of Idaho would reimburse the county for the expenditure.
CAFO MATTERS
Richard Garrard met with the Board to discuss problems with the Department of Ag
regarding approval on Nutrient Management Plans and follow up testing for CAFO’s. The
Board requested that a letter addressing the problems be sent to the Department of Ag.
MINI-CASSIA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE
Matthew Flygare and Brent Stoker met with the Board to discuss funding for the
Chamber of Commerce Visitor Center. They are requesting $3900 for next year’s budget and
anything that could be donated this year. After discussion a motion was made and seconded to
approve $2000 to the Mini-Cassia Chamber of Commerce for FY 2006. The Board will review
the matter for FY 2007.

The
Board also waived the following bond requirements: a motion was made and seconded to waive
the emergency treatment bond; a motion was made and seconded to waive the performance
bond; a motion was made and seconded to waive the Indemnification bond and voting was
unanimous by the Board. The Board also approved the waiver of the damage to property bond if
the party would get a signed Hold Harmless Agreement with the adjoining property owners.
